Pirates, Cowboys and Aliens is a scalable 85 minute performance. that would suit a 
number of performance venues.  The work has been specifically developed for touring. 
 
Bump In Time:  Two Hours 
 
Technical Rehearsal Time: 3 hours Minimum can vary based on venue and rigging or 
focussing needs. 
 
Performance Area:  7 metres wide and 7 metres deep with 4 metres clearance above 
 
Seating: Suits smaller venues 80 – 300 pax – works better with raked seating for visibility 
 
Lighting Requirements:  The company can supply rotating heads as listed or use venue 
equivalent.

Sound: 
• Original pre-corded music used throughout 
• Speakers required 
• All sound, multimedia and lighting cues through QLab. 
• Radio microphones only necessary in larger venues 

 
 
Multimedia: 

• Visual rear projection onto screen included in set structure 
• Touring company provides data projector – floor mounted behind the set. 
• Projection is more eXective in a black space or low light venue 

 
 
Set:  

• 3 x global truss deck platforms with metal legs 2 metre by 1 metre 
• 1x metal climbing frame two metres high and 3 metres long 
• 3 x wooden boxes 1.2 metres long, 60 cm wide and 60 cm high 
• 6x  rubber mats – orange placed on stage decks 1x 1 metre 
• One data projector rear projection 
• Three sheets 
• Four sheets of corrugated iron back drop (These are not always used if wing 

space is available) 
• Two truss base plates 
• Two metre high  30 cm square truss 
• One box of props – toys, writing materials 
• Two piles of chip bark over legs of climbing frame (Not required if venue won’t
