Sound:
required: PA system, for backing tracks and voice overs,

1x microphone, for live vocals by bee-bee riot

Venue permitting: 1-2 foldback speaker/s + mixer
(+ sound engineer to control levels)

Lighting/sfx: 
required: 4-6 RGBW’s and a standard spot 

(or ability to isolate a single light)

Venue permitting: gobo’s and haze machine to enhance the
dances and the dreamlike state of the fantasy world

A single lighting state is used throughout to reflect ‘reality’
with differing states For each dance number to reflect

the characters and the media they are from.
 i.e. blue, misty lighting for twilight. 

stage/tech requirements 
Staging: 

required: stage space of 6m x 5m  
Enough to fit a chaise lounge, set of side tables, lamps,

plants and other bedroom decor. 

Venue Permitting: Aerial rigging and/or space for pole and
Lyra A-frame (to be brought on and off stage)
